Geography: Climate Change

Vocabulary:

Weather: weather is the atmospheric conditions that exist at a particular time in a particular
place e.g. rainy, windy, dry, sunny.

Precipitation: Rain, snow, sleet, or hail that falls to or condenses on the ground is called precipitation.
Climate: Climate is the overall pattern of the weather, calculated by looking at the average weather
patterns over a period of 30 years.

Greenhouse gases: are gases in Earth's atmosphere that trap heat. They let sunlight pass through the
atmosphere, but they prevent the heat that the sunlight brings from leaving the atmosphere. The
main greenhouse gases are: Water vapour, Carbon dioxide, Methane.

ART:

The Mona Lisa painting hangs in the Louvre Museum in Paris. The Mona Lisa is a portrait painting —
an image of a woman called Lisa del Giocondo(15 June 1479 — 15 July 1542). She was an Italian
noblewoman and member of the Gherardini family of Florence and Tuscany. Her portrait
was commissioned by her husband and painted by Leonardo da Vinci during the Italian Renaissance.
