RATIO: (Put these notes in your Maths notebook) 

 

 Ratio means the relationship between one quantity (amount) and another quantity (amount) 

 

We always express ratio using the symbol  : 
If there are 6 girls in a class and 3 boys in a class 

Then the ratio of girls: boys =   6:3. I can simplify this by writing it as 2:1 (because 3 will divide into 6 twice 

and into 3 once) - always try to simplify ratios i.e write them in their lowest terms. 

 

Order is very important in ratio. In the example above the ratio of girls to boys is 6:3 = 2:1 but if I asked 

what is the ratio of boys to girls? it would be 3:6 = 1:2
